OLD TESTAMENT PROPHETS ON WORSHIP
I'm having someone else write my column this month, kinda. Mary Peale
was a student in the course on worship that I taught at MACU last August.
Mary is an excellent student, very sharp, studies well, learns well, writes
well. This is an excerpt from a paper she wrote for me, about what the

The difference between false worship and true worship, or acceptable and
V/\' unacceptable worship, is aIsc_J add.ressed by the prophet.s. In Micah 6:6-7

there are a number of questions listed about what one is to bring when
they come before the Lord. Listed are things that can be used as burnt offerings, such as year-old
calves, thousands of rams, and even a firstborn child; which is a reference to the sacrifice of Isaac by
Abraham. The next verse, verse 8, asks the question “And what does the Lord require of you?” It
answers it by saying “To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with your God.”

This passage shows that it is not only outward sacrifices that are considered worship to God,
and it is not what you sacrifice that makes it acceptable. “God requires something within us that
leads to outward acts of genuine spirituality” (Allen, pg. 36). Today we do not have burnt sacrifices
or any type of sacrifices, but we sacrifice ourselves for others by going out of our way to help them or
doing something (that we wouldn’t normally do) because it would be a Christ-like action.

There are numerous places in the books of the prophets where it is clearly addressed that
certain sacrifices and offerings are not acceptable to God for various reasons. One reason found in
Hosea 8:13 is that people were eating the meat they sacrificed. Because they did this, the offering
was not pleasing to the Lord and ended up being an offering of false worship. Also, in Jeremiah 6:20,
the Lord says that the burnt offerings brought to Him from distant lands do not please Him; and in
verse 19 He talks about bringing disaster on people because they have not obeyed His law. These
verses together show that God is not necessarily pleased with special offerings; it is not that He
bluntly rejects them, but one needs to follow God and obey His law in order for the offering made to
be pleasing to Him.

One other place in a prophetic book in which God’s rejection of offerings is mentioned is in
Amos 5:21-22. Verse 21 talks about how God hates the religious feasts and assemblies of those not
properly following the Lord. Verse 22 shows that God does not accept the burnt offerings and grain
offerings of these people even though they are choice fellowship offerings. From these passages one
can easily see that it is not the offering itself that pleases God, but the state of the worshipper’s
heart. When one is not following the Lord, He will reject their offering because it will be as though it
is an offering made in false worship. If one reads farther into the following verse, 23, they will also
see that God even rejects the music and songs of those not following Him properly. Worship made by
someone who is not in a right relationship with God may very well be taken as false worship by Him
and rejected. This is not to say that those who are not yet Christians have their worship rejected, but
the worship of those whose hearts are not where they should be may possibly be seen as false by God.

Well said, Mary. The question for each of us, then, is this: Is your Sunday morning worship
an outgrowth, a continuation, of what you’ve been doing and how you‘ve been living all week? That’s
what God is seeking from you, according to the OT prophets. And that’s an idea that runs through
the New Testament as well. I pray that it also lives in you.
