DEVELOPING A CULTURE OF WORSHIP

Part 2

What 1S a culture of worship, and how do you know when
maybe it would be better to say that a congregation IS) a culture of worship when they show that they
understand that true worship does not exist in external actions; that worship bursts out while Christians
are doing ordinary tasks, like washing the dishes. A culture of worship exists within a congregation when
in everyday activity, in everyday |ife, there is a const a
what He has done.

How can we tell whether a particular congregation is developing into a culture of worship? We can
use two passages from the letter to the Hebrews as a guide. These verses give us five measures of
oOacceptable worship:6é6

12:28b -29 -- let us offer to God acceptable worship, with reverence and awe, for our God is a consum-
ing fire.

13:15 -16 -- Through Him then let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit
of lips that acknowledge His name. Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, for such sacri-
fices are pleasing to God.

1) REVERENCE AND AWE. Do the people of the congregation approach the worship gathering with
a sense of Godb6s presence, a sense that something awesome
carelessly, coming into the gathering with everything but the presence of God on their minds?

2) RADIANT PRAISE. Do they become passionately and deeply engaged in the group worship time,
or are they approaching the praise of God in a flippant or tedious manner?

3) THE FRUIT OF ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF GOD. Is their daily language colored by expressions of
praise and thanks and wonder, or do they sound just like everyone else around them?

4) DOING GOOD. Are they people who go out of their way to serve others, devoting time to acts of
kindness, love, and service? Or are they stingy with their time and energies, focusing mostly on their
own comforts and desires?

5) A SACRIFICIAL LIFESTYLE. Do they live more simply or frugally so that they can give more to the
work of the church and to the needs of others? Or do they squander their material goods on their own
pleasures and fun?

When you see these five marks of maturity running through a congregation, you can be sure they
have learned to have a constant consciousness of God, and that they therefore can be confidently judged
to be operating in a culture of worship.
