Our small group is involved in a tremendous study from a book, written by John MacArthur, called Twelve Ordinary 

Men.  The writer talks about the twelve men that Jesus chose to spread the gospel and to continue His work after His 

death and resurrection. These men were not among the leaders of that day nor considered highly intelligent, but Jesus 

saw something in them that He could use for the glory of God. 

     

To show the importance of selecting these men Jesus went off to commune with His Father. He went out to the mountain 

to pray and continued all night in prayer to God, according to the English version.  But the Greek expression means that 

He spent the whole night in prayer of God. In this we see the incredible mystery of His humanity and His deity brought 

together.  Jesus in His humanity needed to pray all night, and Jesus in His deity was praying the very prayer of God.  

     

In Luke 6:13 He chose, from all His disciples, twelve men whom He also named apostles.  The title in itself was  

significant, as the term means one who is sent.  The name apostle also carries the idea of an ambassador, a delegate, an 

official representative.  Jesus spent the last eighteen months of His life here on earth teaching these ordinary men the role 

of an apostle and leader in the early church and promised to send the Holy Spirit to guide them.  Paul writes in Ephesians 

3:5 that the mystery of Christ was revealed by the Holy Spirit to the apostles. 

    

What did these twelve ordinary men accomplish? 

They became the channel through which most of the New Testament would be given. 

Before the New Testament was written, the only source of truth about Christ and church doctrine was the apostles. 

Ephesians 4:11-12 says Christ gave the apostles “for the equipping of the saints for the work of the ministry, for the 

edifying of the body of Christ.” 

God confirmed His Word through the apostles by miracles.  In 2 Corinthians 12:12 these miracles are called the signs 

of the apostles. 

We read in Acts 2 that the apostles on the day of Pentecost preached Christ and the church was established. 

Throughout God’s Word we read of what the apostles were able to accomplish.  Later we learn that most were killed 

because of their desire to serve a Risen Christ. 

 

These men were ordinary men in every way just like you and me, and yet God used them in tremendous ways to serve 

Him and bring Him glory. 

  

I guess my question for each of us is, are we open to being used by God to bring honor and glory to Him and His Son,         

      our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ? 

What are we doing for His kingdom? 

Are we looking for ways to serve? 

Are we faithful in attendance to His church for fellowship with the saints? 

Are we sharing with others the good news of Christ? 

Are we helping those in need? 

Are we praying for His will to be accomplished in us? 

Are we spending time in God’s Word?

 How is it possible to worship God publicly once each week when we 
do not worship Him privately throughout the week?  Can we expect the 
flames of our worship of God to burn brightly in public on the Lord’s Day 
when they barely flicker for Him in secret on the other days?  Isn’t it  
because we do not worship well in private that our corporate worship  
experience often dissatisfies us?  “There is no way,” says the Welsh  
Baptist, Geoffrey Thomas, “that those who neglect secret worship can 
know communion with God in the public services of the Lord’s 

Day’”  (Donald Whitney, from Spiritual Disciplines for the Christian Life).
