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  GOOD DAILY DEVOTIONAL READING  
     More recommendations from my bookshelf.  If youôd like to borrow one of 

these books, stop by the office or catch me Sunday morning. 

 

    Iôve always got a number of books on my shelf that help give structure to 

daily devotion & reading time.  Here are some you might want to look into: 

 

One of the best-known devotional books of all time is ñMY UTMOST FOR 

HIS HIGHESTò.  Oswald Chambers taught and preached at the turn of the last 

century.  His wife, Gertrude, counted among her talents the ability to take dic-

tation at better than 150 words a minute ð she transcribed all his Bible college lectures and sermons.  Af-

ter Chambersô death at age 43, she began to compile sections of his lectures into pamphlets.  In 1927, those 

were combined into MY UTMOST FOR HIS HIGHEST, and that book has been in print continually since 

then.  You wonôt go wrong by using this book as the starting point for your daily reading. 

 

     The first centuries of the church were helped along by men who made it their purpose to grow in Christ 

and to help others do the same.  Certain of them became important and well-known leaders of the church 

through their teaching and writing on the Scriptures.  They are called ñthe church fathersò.  DAY BY DAY 

WITH THE EARLY CHURCH FATHERS adapts pieces of their writings into daily devotional thoughts, 

keyed to Scripture passages.  Youôll appreciate the insights brought by Chrysostom, Gregory of Nissa,  

Origen, Theodoret, Clement of Alexandria, Justin Martyr and more.   

 

     Max Lucado has been a popular Christian author since 1983.  The Church of Christ preacher has written 

more than 50 books with 28 million copies in print ð you probably have a few of them.  In the daily devo-

tional GRACE FOR THE MOMENT, short passages of some of those books have been keyed to the Scrip-

tures they refer to or are inspired by (a feature of ALL the devotional books in this list), and set down in a 

daily reading format.  If youôve enjoyed Lucadoôs personal, moving style, youôll want a copy of this book. 

 

     THE JOURNALS OF JIM ELLIOT isnôt a daily devotional as such. It IS a compelling, challenging read 

that can be taken in small, daily bites.  It is, in fact, Elliotôs own devotional study notes, kept daily through 

the years in notebooks, and compiled by his widow Elisabeth after his martyrôs death in a South American 

river (along with four other men who were trying to communicate with a previously unreached tribal 

group.)  You follow Elliotôs own study, his reflections on and development of scriptural teaching, his frus-

trations and victories in day-to-day living, and the years of preparation for his final calling.  Iôve used this 

book for several years as a springboard for my own reading, thinking, teaching and praying. 

 

     Drop by and pick up a book.  Just remember where you got it, so someone else can benefit as well.
