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                        DO SOME GOOD READING THIS YEAR  

     If youôve glanced into my office, youôve seen the wall of books on the 

shelves.  I love books.  I love being inspired or challenged or convicted by 

what I read.  I love laughing, and appreciate good comic writers and artists.  I 

love gathering information, even if itôs mostly useless trivia.  And so, over 

time, Iôve bought and lost and borrowed and loaned out countless books.  

What I have on the shelves now is just a small fraction of the books Iôve been 

through over the years. 

 

    We used to have a small lending library here at the church.  I started it back 

in the mid-90ôs.  (A number of my current books have the church library stamp on them, from when I 

loaned them to the library for a time.)  What little remains of it is on some hidden shelves downstairs.  We 

never had a really good place to put it, where it was accessible to folks and easily used, without being in 

the way of other things we were trying to do. 

     

     Iôve been thinking about those books in a different way for a few days.  We still donôt have a good place 

to put a church library, but youôre welcome to borrow anything on my shelves.  To help you know whatôs 

there, what might be helpful to you, Iôm going to use my newsletter column this year mostly to let you 

know some of whatôs here, and recommending some books to you. 

 

     Sixteen years ago, James Dobson wrote WHEN GOD DOESNôT MAKE SENSE.  From the flyleaf: 

     ñWhen we are young and health is good and we have not yet encountered disease, disappointment and 

sorrow, it is easy to believe that life will always be rather carefree and happy.  But every person who lives 

long enough will eventually experience difficulties that are not easy to understand.  At those times the 

pieces simply will not fit, and God just doesnôt make sense . . . When we are entangled in lifeôs crises, it is 

common to feel great frustration with God.ò 

     I would recommend this book to every believer.  It is intended to nurture faith in the midst of the battles 

life brings us.  Dobson combines the wisdom of Scripture with real-life experience to give insight and  

assurance about Godôs presence in your life ð especially at those times when your perception of Godôs 

work in your life just doesnôt seem to be making any sense. 

  

     I love listening to and reading Ravi Zacharias.  His is the intellect I most often wish mine were like on 

this earth.  In DELIVER US FROM EVIL: Restoring the Soul in a Disintegrating Culture, Zacharias shows 

how secularization, pluralization, and privatization have led to loss of shame, reason, and meaning in  

society, and have cleared the way for evil to dominate to such a degree that God is forgotten, ignored, or 

actively rebelled against in every aspect of our culture.  If you are concerned about the continuing decline 

of our society, this is a book youôll want to read. 

  

     There are a few books that I read repeatedly, at least once every year or two, so that I donôt forget so 

much what I learn from them.  One of those is ORTHODOXY, by G. K. Chesterton.  Since its publication 

in 1908, Christians throughout the English-speaking world have found that this short book was pivotal in 

their adoption of a faith that made sense in the face of scholarly or philosophical argument and objection.  

The great Christian author C. S. Lewis counted this book as the one that caused the final arguments to fall 

into place in his own conversion. 

  

     Youôre welcome to browse the shelves in my office for these or other books.  In most cases, Iôll only 

have one copy of any book, so borrow them freely, but most of them arenôt labeled as mine, so remember 

where they came from!
