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WHERE ARE WE NOW, AND WHERE ARE WE GOING? (Part Two) 

 

Happy January!  In Novemberôs newsletter, I outlined some of the vision I have for Cary 

Christian Church.  (If you havenôt seen that, please go back to Novemberôs  

newsletter and have a look!)  Last month, I began a quick, snapshot evaluation of where 

we are with each of those ideas.  Here are the rest.   Please note ï this is not an official 

pronouncement.  This is one guyôs quick summary of conditions; my take on where we 

are: 

 

(5) A church that becomes a center of activity in the community, hosting community 
ƎǊƻǳǇǎΣ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳǎΣ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ-life seminars, etc., to such a degree that when we 
move, the neighborhood will be sorry to see us go.
