I had a conversation with someone in our church about memorization, specifically memorizing scripture.  

They confided that it seemed so difficult to get the verses to stick in their mind. 

 
Godôs chosen people seemed to have a similar problem, but for different reasons.  Few were educated in the 

skills of reading or writing, so books or scrolls were held with great regard and seldom made available to the 

common people.   So how did they overcome this problem?  Songs. 

 

They made up songs that enabled them to remember the events in the lives of their ancestors, as well as their 

own.  Generation after generation, the songs were passed on. 

 

We see examples of this in scripture from stories of Moses and the Israelites leaving Egypt.  A typical song is 

found in Exodus 15:1-18.  Psalms and the Song of Solomon are other examples. 

 
In prison, Paul and Silas sang hymns to God (Acts 16).  All the way through Revelation, Godôs people are 

found singing songs about the Father and His children. 

 
In recent times, American prisoners of war have also come home to say that without Bibles to read, memorized 

scriptures and songs were the only things that kept them from giving in to the enemy. 

 
Many times, when the scriptures donôt come to my mind, I sing.  Having grown up in the church, itôs amazing 

when I sit down with a hymnal to realize just how many of those songs I sang and can quickly recall without 

much prompting.   

 

Many of our favorite hymns, worship and praise songs are taken straight from scripture. 

 

We all know songs that remind us of where we were or something that happened to us.  You see, God knew 

that not everyone would be good at memorizing scripture.  I donôt know of too many people that donôt like 

music or canôt recall the words to their favorite song.  The Father has equipped us with the ability to use music 

to remember His promises, scripture and the stories of our faith. 

 
Having been equipped in this way, He still leaves us a choice.  What do we choose to fill our mindôs jukebox 

(mp3 player for you younger readers) with?  Do we listen to songs that will bring us closer to Jesus, or do we 

listen to the latest Top 40 hits? 

 
While I wonôt take the time to write on the merits or lack of merits of that music, think about this.  If you are 

walking alone, beat up by the trials of life, do Carrie Underwood, Lady Gaga or the Jonas brothers have any-

thing to offer you that would be greater than to be reminded of such things as ñHis Eye is on the Sparrowò, 

ñGreat is thy Faithfulnessò or ñGod is in Controlò?
